Tourism Promotion has become our special project during these uncertain times. Tourism is the world’s largest industry.  

Prior to the pandemic, according to the National Travel and Tourism Week (NTTW)    the travel industry was a powerful 

economic engine, supporting jobs and driving local economies in every pocket of America. The industry had experienced 

107 straight months of growth, generated $2.6 trillion in economic output, supported 17 million American jobs and delivered 

a $51 billion trade surplus to the U.S. 
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In 2019, New Jersey welcomed more than 116 million visitors, who spent $46.4 billion in the state. However in 

2020 we only had 84.6 million visitors in 2020 a 27% drop in visitation and spending of $29.4 billion - a reduction 

of 37% causing a loss of $17 billion. 
 
While Tourism bounced back strongly in 2022, driven by pent-up demand and the lifting of travel restrictions, the 

international travel remains 54.6% below pre-pandemic. The recovery is fragile with new uncertainties from the economic 
slowdown & geopolitical instability.
